
Session Plan 
Get Work Ready – Your Choices

	Overview:
Get Work Ready is an offer developed by the Developing the Young Workforce (DYW) Team with the aim of supporting young people in being ‘work ready’. As part of this we created a series of curriculum packs that were designed to help pupils when choosing their subjects. 

These PowerPoints can be used in conjunction with our other Get Work Ready resources and delivered to pupils as a session that will help pupils find out more about careers, the skills employers are looking for and the relevance of certain subjects within job roles.

· Understand transferable skills

	Welcome
Welcome everyone to session and introduce self (if DYW) and session.

	What’s in it for me?
Outcomes of the session for students. What they will know by end of session.

	Introduction
Some things to for pupils to note when choosing their subjects.

	7 mins
	What jobs use XX subjects?
Introduce jobs tree and explain how this represents this area of the curriculum and the subjects in this. Explain that the leaves are the jobs related to this area and ask pupils to consider what these jobs might be. Allow 3 mins. 

Then show completed job tree and ask pupils to discuss.
	Pupils think of jobs related to curriculum area.

	8 mins
	Research
Ask pupils to choose one or two jobs from jobs tree (depending on time) and ask them to research these online. 

This can be skipped if low on time/don’t have access to computer or tablet.

	5 mins
	Skills
Ask students to define what we mean by skills and explain answer giving example.

Set students the task of writing as many skills as they can think of that they might develop in school in 1 min.

Discuss skills and talk through transferable skills giving example of timekeeping.

	Employer Spotlight
Read through each Employer Spotlight.

On final spotlight ask pupils to reflect on what was said and consider the jobs and pathways.

	Your Dream Job
Ask students on a piece of paper to create their own Employer Spotlight as if they were doing their dream job

	Reflection
Ask pupils to reflect on their dream job and consider how they might get there, the pathways they could take and what subjects they might need.

	LMI
Read through the LMI slides and explain how this is important and relevant.
